Golf activities include
evening leagues three nights a week, senior discounts
weekly. The twilight rates are $25 midweek, and $30 on
the weekends, starting at 2:00 PM each day. Tee times are
suggested on the weekends due to the popularity of the
course. Our average time of play for 18 holes is 42 hours
for a foursome. We offer a discount to players who pre-
bogk their tee times and have a foursome on the week-
ends.

You can book
private or group lessons; just make the call. The driving
range is open to the public, also.
