 As part of their study about colonial America and the
Revolutionary War, fifth grade classes at Ellenville Middle School
attended a presentation called “Bite the Bullet” on February 9th. The
program, focusing on colonial medicine and lasting about 45-50
minutes, was presented by the staff at Washington’s Headquarters,
Newburgh. The role of a medical doctor and dentist was explained in
detail and the students viewed the medical tools used as well as
remedies for particular diseases.
 For example, in colonial America anesthesia was not a remedy,
so when a leg had to be amputated during a war, the doctor would
have the soldiers bite down on a bullet, which is how the term “biting
the bullet” originated.
